Vineyard Notes:  Hailing from North Macedonia’s Tikveš region, this wine is named after Alexander the Great—“the original Macedon”—and crafted in
a place once known as the crossroads of the ancient world.  This wine is a bit of a paradox—a cool-climate grape thriving in one of
Europe’s hottest, driest regions, thanks to the unique convergence of Mediterranean and Baltic continental fronts. It’s a smart pick
for tastings that highlight unexpected terroir expressions or value-driven Old World craftsmanship.

SAN SIMEON SAUVIGNON BLANC

Tasting Notes:
San Simeon Sauvignon Blanc is a bright, refreshing wine with intense flavors of citrus
and pear. The nose reveals bright aromas of white peach and lime zest. Mineral notes
express the rocky terroir of the vineyard. This structured and well-balanced wine
shows a lengthy finish. This vintage leans more toward the elegant and mineral side
of Sauvignon Blanc—less tropical, more coastal breeze.
